   The symposium proceedings may be 2-4 pages of text, tables and figures.

   The preferred font is Times New Roman 14 pt for Title and Times New Roman 10 pt for text. 

   The text consists of Author(s), Affiliation(s), Abstract (about 200 words), Introduction, Experimental, Results and discussion, Conclusions and References.

   Tables and figures must be securely mounted on the page within the outside margins and they may cross the middle margin.
