The 2rd Japanese-German Joint Seminar on Molecular Imaging Technology has been held
at the Faculty of Chemistry and Pharmacy, University of Regensburg, from August 31st to
September 2nd, 2009. This is a seminar based on the joint support of JSPS (Japan) and DFG
(Germany) in cooperation with Global COE Program. Global COE Program Session has
been organized in this seminar. With the support of GCOE, Prof. Mitsuishi of Tohoku
University and Prof. Obata of Yamanashi University gave special lectures on molecular
imaging technology, in addition, Prof. Wolfbeis of University of Regensburg and Dr. Mohr of
Friedrich Schiller University of Jena gave lectures of its applications to interdisciplinary
researches.
