AGREEMENT ON ACADEMIC EXCHANGE
BETWEEN
TOHOKU UNIVERSITY, JAPAN
AND
TEMPLE UNIVERSITY-OF THE COMMONWEALTH SYSTEM OF HIGHER
EDUCATION, USA

in a mutual desire 1o promote interciltural, educational, scientific and technological exchanges, Tohoku
Uiniversity ¢Japan) and Temple University -Of The Commonwealth Systern of Higher Fducation (USA) agree
u the following framewerk of acaderic cooperation:

1. Uinder this agreement, each institute will make an effort 1o promaote the cooperation for mutual benetit in the
following areas;
i-1 Promotion of joint research and educational activities;
1-2 Tervitation to short-terny visits of facully members and researchers for lectures, confersgnces, cotloguia,
and symposia or other academic activities:
1-3 Exchange of information and pertinent publication in fizids of interest to both universities;
i-4 Exchange of faculty members, researchers and students for study and research.
Other forms of cooperation may be established when agreed separately on each specitic case.

The delails on other necessary matters concerning the exchange of students are provided separately in “the
Memorandum of Understanding on Student Exchange.”

3. The fields of study are 1o be designated for each case, based on mautual inferests, The conditions for
employing (he achieved resuls as well as arrangements For speeific visits and exchanges should be endorsed
by both universities on each specitic case.

4. Both universities understand thas all financial arrangements will depend upon avatiabitity of tunds in cach
spevific case, which may be collaboratively and/or separately sought by both universities.

5. This agreement will become effective from the date of the signatures by the representatives of both
universities and valid for the initial peried of five years. The agreement will e reviewed not less than six
months prior to the natural termination of the current agreement and may be extended or renewed in mulual
accordance. At any time. the terms of this Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement in 2 written
notice.

6. The agreement may be terminated by either university with a sx-mounth notice.
7. Any activities under this Agreement shull be documented in a separate muluaily-agreed writing executed
by the universities: this Agreement shall not abligate gither university to exceute any documient or conduct

any activity which is not mutually agreed by the universities.

8. The agreement should be concluded in two original documents, both written in Lnglish language and being

equally authentic. )

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON STUDENT EXCHANGE

BETWEEN
TOHOKU UNIVERSITY, JAPAN
AND
TEMPLE UNIVERSITY-OF THE COMMONWEALTH SYSTEM OF HIGHER
EDUCATION, USA

The exchange of students as promoted by the Agreement on Academic Fxchenge between Tobhoku University and
Temple University-Of The Commonwealth System of Higher Education wilt be implemented as fotlows:

9.

The home university wiil select students eligible to participate in the exchange program, and the: host university
will make final decision on admission for each case based on the ecademic requirements for the proposed cowrse
work,

Each university will kave no more than 2 students from the other side encolled #f amy time. The actusl number
of students t6 be exchanged in 2 vear will be determined each year by mulual agreement,

The period of enroliment of the swudents ab the host aniversity should not exveed 12 months.  Exlension of the
period may, in exceptivnal cases. be permitted by snutual agreement,

The students will continue as candidates for degrees at their home uhiversily and witl not be candidates for
degrees at the host universily.

The host university will not he Hable for travel, living, healtheare, insurance or other expenses incurred by the
students.  This does not prectude applivation for scholarships or financial aid from {ndependent institutions.

The field of study for cach student will be subjected (o the host university being able (o nrovide appropriate
courses of study and appoint qualified supervisors when required, and provided such courses are open to exchange
students,

The host university will determine the required language skiily for adrission in each case, in order to assure thet
the student has the minfmum reguirements to carry oul Ms/her studies.

The students must be enrofled in the home upiversity as registered students and will be exempt fom application
and matsiculation fees, as weil as tuition ar the host university. Students may be required to pay certain voluntary
non-tuition fees for auxiliary services (for example, gym membership).

‘The hosi university agrees to provide, prioe to the exchange, list of courses available for exchange students, as
well as appropriate documentation about their performance on completion.  The home university will provide,
prior to the exchange, a grade repont for the students, and will determine the appropriate number of credits it will
aceept for the course work to be completed at the host university.

. The host university will provide reasonable assistance to students in finding adequate accommodation on or near

the host campus.
Exchange students are subjected to alf rules and regulations of the host university,
Each universily will appoint a contact office andfor person to facililate the implementation of the program. The

appointed offices or persons wiil act as contact for inquives about the program and wilt also be responsible for
promoting, advertising and overseeing the smooth operation of the program.
