Notification for Prevention of Infection

Dear IFS members,

Please check the following English translation of the notice for prevention of infection.

[Points to note]

1.

Students refrain from going to school.

Students are asked to refrain from going to school until the start of classes. Even if
you need to go to school, please avoid an enclosed, crowded or close area and do not
stay more than half an hour except for work such as experiment that's absolutely
necessary. Even when not in school, we ask that you take thorough measures to
prevent the spread of infectious diseases. Keep in regular online contact with your
supervisor, including reports of your physical condition. Please note that the
supervisors of RA and AA students should instruct the content of the telework
appropriately.

Strongly refrain from business trips and travels domestic and abroad

Please avoid traveling outside of the prefecture and contacting with people from
outside the prefecture as much as possible. *

(Especially in young people, there are few symptoms when they get infected, and
they can transmit the disease to others without realizing it.)

Infection control practice

If you have any symptoms such as fever, please refrain from going out of the house
and take care of yourself at home. Manage your physical condition by thoroughly
washing your hands, disinfecting your fingers, observing cough etiquette, and
avoiding an enclosed, crowded or close area.

Strongly refrain from events and gatherings

In meetings, etc., please use ICT, and if it is necessary to meet face-to-face, please
make sure that the meeting is not in an enclosed, crowded or close area, and that it is
completed within 30 minutes. Please also cancel or postpone social gatherings, meals,
participations in events in labs and extracurricular/circle activities, and training
camps.

Don't be misled by inaccurate information and take a careful and calm approach.



*If you are asked to travel outside of Miyagi prefecture for by-business or job hunting,
please inform the university’s strong request to refrain from traveling outside the
prefecture and ask them to switch to an alternative method such as a video conference
system. If you have to travel out of the prefecture despite the request, you should contact
the general affairs office or your supervisor, and then you will be required to stay at home
for two weeks after returning home and follow your physical condition.
