(4) Promotion of joint research projects, conferences, seminars and symposia.

2.Research subjects of joint activities, conditions for utilizing research achievements, arrangements for

mutual visits and exchanges, and other forms of cooperation will be negotiated in each specific case.

3.Both institutions understand that all financial arrangements in each specific case depend on the

availability of funds, which will be jointly and/or separately sought by Tohoku University and
Novosibirsk State University.

4. This agreement will become effective initially for five years upon the date of signature by the
representatives of the two institutions. The agreement will be extended automatically every five

years unless one of the two institutions proposes changes or the repeal of the agreement six months
prior to the expiration date.
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5.The agreement should be ratified in two original documents, both written in English language and
